Dear Parents

What wonderful parent support the children had for the whole school sprints on Wednesday afternoon. The commu-
nity support for events at Roydvale continues to be a major strength of the school. Thanks to Samir Yousuf, Justin Per-
riam and the staff for the organisation of the various athletics days. Thanks also to Mr Burley for preparing the grounds
for these events. We have our fingers crossed for fine weather for the Middle Syndicate.

Can | ask you to check your child’s uniform to ensure that the uniform they are wearing is their own? As parents we all
appreciate how frustrating it is when an article of our child’s uniform is lost and we have to replace it. Recently we
found a tag from a ‘lost’ school polar fleece on the floor of one of our corridors. The tag had a child’s name on it and
had been ripped out of the polar fleece presumably so someone else could claim the polar fleece. It surprised and dis-
appointed us that such an action had occurred. Unfortunately we have not been able to locate the missing polar
fleece. While it is frustrating to loose items, I'm sure none of you would advocate taking someone else’s uniform to
replace it.

Many of you would have read the recent articles in The Press, about the possible closure of Aorangi School. From a
wider educational perspective, why there seems such a strong desire to close Aorangi is puzzling. Anne Tolley, the Min-
ister of Education, seems to have suddenly turned the Aorangi closure from a budgeting issue about building a new
school to an issue based on achievement. Tolley spoke of “pretty disappointing achievement results" at the school in
early October. This was a surprise to the school as they received a good report from the Education Review Office (ERO)
after their last visit in 2007. In fact, the ERO report stated; “At Years 5 and 6, the majority of students were achieving at
or above expected levels.” Considering the unique backround of some of these students, this is a very good achieve-
ment. The school has never been told by the Ministry of Education that they had any achievement issues, indeed, in
April of this year the Ministry of Education reported to Tolley that: “there are no concerns about educational achieve-
ment at the school.” I'm sure you can imagine the disappointment, frustration and anger if this was your workplace or
child’s school, being talked about in the media. Earlier in the year, the Minister chose not to close 8 Tararua schools
because there was strong community support to keep them open. This policy does not seem to apply to Aorangi.

A final decision on Aorangi is due this week. It may be naive and wishful thinking, but | hope common-sense rather
than political agendae will decide the best educational future for the children of Aorangi.
