The school-wide Maths student achievement report was presented to the Board of Trustees at their last meet-
ing. Here is a sumarised version of the:
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For the purpose of the report teachers were asked at the end of Term 3, to classify the children they teach into 
their Maths Stage for addition and subtraction. It should be noted that some children were working at the end 
of one stage and the beginning of the next stage and as such might be classiÞed as Stage 4-5. In these in-
stances a conservative approach was taken with the data, in that a child who was classiÞed at this level 
(Stage 4-5) was recorded as being at Stage 4.

The table below compares the National Expectations for maths, these are not the newly released national 
standards, with the achievement of the Roydvale Year groups. The shaded row indicates the National Expec-
tations which are a guide for schools. #NE #stands for National Expectations, while #Royd! stands for Roydvale.
